This 350-acre assemblage of pine barrens and
coastal plain ponds comprises one of the rarest and
most fragile wetland ecosystems in North America.
The preserve is cooperatively owned and managed
by the Conservancy and Suffolk County Parks.

Calverton Ponds and the headwaters of the Peconic
River contain ope of the highest concentrations of
rare and endangered species in New York State,
with more than 30 rare plants, including three thas
are giobaily threatened. The ponds are home to
several rare amphibians, fish, and insects, including
the tiger salamander and banded sunfish.

The preserve is located within the Long Island
Central Pine Barrens Region, which consists of a
complex mosaic of pitch pine woodlands, pine-oak
forests, coastal plain ponds, swamps, marshes,
bogs, and streams. The woodlands are dominated
by pitch pine and oak trees, with a shrub layer of
scrub oak, huckleberry, and blueberry.

Coastal plain ponds are characterized by nutrient
poor, acidic water and a genily sloping shore. Most
coastal plain ponds are not stream-fed, but are
directly connected to groundwater. Pond water
levels rise and fall with the water table, reflecting
seasonal and annual rainfall patterns. As a result, a
unique community of plants grows along the pond
shores. Periods of both low and high water levels
are essential for their survival.

Pond shore plants are delicate and easily destroyed
- by trampling, pets, horses, or vehicles. Please be
careful rot to disturb plants or wildlife.
